i. Caesar’s plan (vv. 1-2)
ii. God’s plan (vv. 3-5)
2. A Sacred King (vv. 6-7)
a. He was on time
b. He was God’s Son

c. He was humble

Take-Home Points:
1. Having Jesus as King is the only way to have real peace
2. Having Jesus as King requires poverty and humility'
